In 1980, he began the Marathon of Hope, a cross-country run to raise money for
cancer research. Fox initially hoped to raise $1 million, then $10 million, but later
sought to raise $1 for each of Canada's 24 million citizens. To date, his legacy has
led to over $850 million raised for cancer research and the run occurs in 60
countries.
